

Retired and Active members, do you have teaching tips, discipline techniques and bulletin board ideas floating around in your head? Are there some boxes stuffed out of the way with neat worksheets and activities for the classroom?  If so, consider starting an electronic file cabinet of your ideas which can be shared with all mentees in the program.

Training on getting your file cabinet up and running has been offered at the IEA Summer Leadership Academy and the IEA Student Conference.  Training will continue to be offered at the IEA Student Conferences in April and November and SLA as needed.  Self-training for setting up a file cabinet and adding ideas by typing or scanning documents is also an option by using the Living Library Handbook for Mentors. If you don’t have a scanner, items can be sent to a Living Library administrator, who will scan them into your files for you.

What is the Living Library?

A community of online file cabinets created by IEA retired and active mentors and used to support the ongoing mentoring of future teachers (mentees).

How does the Living Library benefit mentors?

· A chance to give back to the profession –

Mentors assemble their best teaching resources in their online file cabinets and share them with future teachers to ease the transition into their profession.

· Enhanced technology skills –

Mentors are given training to gain skill and confidence using the latest technology and keep up-to-date with classroom instruction in the digital age.  Mentors can also access ideas in the file cabinets of other mentors for their own personal use.

· Convenience –

Mentors build their online file cabinets whenever they want, wherever they want.

· Access to the wisdom of experienced professionals –

Mentees visit the Living Library to access a wealth of practical, time-tested ideas and resources which support excellent teaching.

· Advantages during job interviews –

Mentees showcase resources accessed from the Living Library to demonstrate technology-competence and readiness to teach.

· A tool for their teaching career -

Mentees integrate the Living Library’s resources into their own file cabinet and use the tool throughout their teaching career.
