
























































































































































































































































































































 

NEGOTIATIONS NOTE:  The Employer may attempt to gain 
language which would allow it to unilaterally extend the contract.  
This is to be avoided.  Examples of such language are: 
 
 "The contract remains in effect until a successor  

agreement is reached." 
 
 "This agreement may be extended by either party 

giving notice to the other of their desire to..." 
 
Agreement to this kind of language will, among other things, 
prevent your right to strike since the contract must have expired 
as one of the pre-conditions to striking.
